Artist(s) should provide concise ad
copy. Performances are to be provided free. Offerings maybe collected but not solicited. Peddling of
recordings/merchandise and networking of gigs is absolutely allowed and encouraged.

Interior space: 8’ by 8’ playing space, 2 power outlets, focused ceiling lighting, dimmers. No staging, no wall attachments
allowed. Exterior space: Tiered brick courtyard under large tree, seats 31. Two stairways, black railings from tier to lower
seating area, w/ ramp; approximately 150 sq. ft upper tier. No electric. Minimal staging allowed. No attachments allowed
to tree. One pound max suspension from tree. Access to public restrooms on courtyard only, must be cleaned after.
